Map Graphs


The results from the analysis of the sediments, waters and roots gave values for elemental concentrations at the various locations. 


Map graphs of the area were then constructed to clearly illustrate the distribution of elements in the three geochemical media (sediments, water and roots) by using copies of an ordinance survey map. A range of bubbles that are size dependant upon the concentration of an element at a specific site were then superimposed onto the maps. The colour of the bubbles represents the medium used: red for sediments, blue for waters and green for roots.
